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three-dimensional works that resemble foods and
ingredients, will be held at NUNAGAWA Campus. Through
her work, the artist visualizes the connections and
unexpected relationships between food and the society
we live in. In this exhibition, she develops artworks
inspired by the traditional local cuisine of
Echigo-Tsumari.
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In the classrooms of NUNAGAWA Campus, once a place of learning, traditional dishes from Echigo-Tsumari are
arranged.

What appears to be the main dish—grilled salmon placed on the desks—is actually created from sponges that
local residents have long used in their homes.

The artist has continuously produced the “Moshiasu” series, in which everyday objects and fragments of debris
are momentarily perceived as food. In this work, the same method is used, presenting a sponge as if it were
grilled salmon.

A sponge gradually changes each time it is used, quietly recording the accumulation of daily household tasks
and the time spent caring for others.

In this region, customs of hospitality and communal gatherings have long been cherished. Behind those lively
moments lies quiet labor—preparing and cleaning up.

The grilled salmon arranged on the desks evokes the unnamed moments of everyday life that have
accumulated behind the dining table.
